RICHARD ADDAMS

Richard Adams was born in
Hampshire in 1960. In 1981 he
received a BA Hons in Graphic *
Design at Leicester Polytechnic
and now rates as one of the most
exciting, original and idiosyncratic
painters to have emerged in Britain in recent years.
A powerful comic charge characterises much of
Adams’ art in which social conventions, taboos and
eccentricities are highlighted and gently satirised
but always with enduring humour.

VARSHA BHATIA

Varsha Bhatia was born in Bombay
in 1956 and graduated from
Bombay University’s Sir J.J.College
of Architecture in 1978. She
moved to England in 1982 and
joined an architectural practice in
Cambridge. Varsha first exhibited her architectural
subjects in watercolour at the Royal Institute of
Painters in Watercolours in 2001 and since then has
exhibited at the Royal Society of British Artists,
The Royal Institute of Painters in Watercolours, the
Society of Women Artists and Royal Watercolour
Society Sunday Times Watercolour Exhibition.

CHRISTOPHER HALL

Christopher Hall was born in
Sussex in 1930 and studied at the [
Slade School of Art. His work is
represented in collections of the 4./'
Arts Council and the Museum of
London. He was elected RBA in
1988 and to the Royal Cambrian Academy in 1994.

MICHAEL KIDD

Born in London in 1937, Michael
Kidd studied at the Royal College
of Art in the late 1950’s. Fellow
pupils included the now-renowned \
film director Ridley Scott and the y&+ *=<
painter David Hockney, both of ?&
whom made a strong impression

on him. He went on to become an award-winning
television commercials maker but returned to
painting in 1981. Since his seminal exhibition, The
Genius if the place in 2000 at RONA Gallery he has
devoted all his time to painting. He has become
appreciated for his ability to evoke the sometimes
disquieting and surreal essence of a particular
place.

DAVID KIRK

Born in 1960, David Kirk |
graduated from the Ruskin school
of Drawing and Fine Art, Oxford
in 1983. He is currently Head of
the History of Art department
at Uppingham School. Kirk’s
pictures are notable for their flowing, dynamic
compositions and curious, encircling perspectives
which only serve to highlight the subject matter.

LEE MADGWICK

Born in King’s Lynn in 1980, Lee
Madgwick graduated with BA
(Hons) from Norwich University
College of the Arts in 2003. He
exhibited at the Royal Academy
Summer Show in 2009 and was
winner of the Eastern Open Art Prize in the same
year. Lee regularly shows at the Byard Art Gallery
in Cambridge.

NICOLA SLATTERY

Nicola Slattery graduated from
Coventry School of Art in 1986.
Moving to Oxford she became a
member of the Oxford Art Society
and Oxford Printmakers. In 1996
she moved to Norfolk where she
continues her successful career as a figurative artist
and runs weekend courses on printmaking and
painting which have proved very popular and often
are over subscribed.

LOUIS TURPIN

Louis Turpin was born in London
in 1947. He studied Fine Art at
Guildford and Falmouth College of
Art. After graduating he worked for
several years as a film-maker. In
1974 he moved to Sussex and
began painting full time. He is also a musician
playing blues-based guitar at venues around the
Sussex region. His paintings are set within the three
beautiful valleys of the Rivers Bredle, Tillingham
and Rother which all meet at Rye.
